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St. Vladimir’s Donating Directives

· How do I fulfill my financial requirements as a voting member?
 

As of September 2007, in order to fulfill the financial expectations of a voting member, we ask voting members yearly to commit themselves to understanding and contributing to the financial needs of the parish. We do not have parish dues.  Nor do we wish to become dependant on fundraising. In order to help members meet this requirement, there is an attached worksheet to estimate the total amount you will be able to give.  Please hand in the detachable section of this worksheet to the treasurer for the purpose of parish fiscal planning. The confidential monetary figure you hand in is the minimum amount you can give over the next 12 months after a prayerful and rational examination of your personal finances.  It is expected that voting members understand both the financial necessities of the parish, and the simple joy with which they should be giving back to God what they have received from Him. 

The norm, or ideal image, of Christian giving is the tithe, i.e. 10% of one’s income.  If we are not already giving a tithe of our income, which some of our members are, we should be working toward this norm of Christian giving.  In turn, we as a parish give 10% of our income (calculated monthly) to the Archdiocese of Canada.  This tithe stays in Canada.  Below is a guide to proportional giving:

· How do I donate to St. Vladimir’s OCA?

The simplest way to donate is by putting your offering into the Sunday offering basket.  Boxes of envelopes are available to take home or can be found on the candle table near the back of the sanctuary.  Make cheques payable to “St. Vladimir’s Orthodox Church.”

· How do I donate to a specific fund?



If you want to direct your offering to a specific fund or project, simply write the name of the fund on your offering’s envelope or include a note. Cheques to be designated to these funds are still made out to “St. Vladimir’s Orthodox Church,” and the donations are tax deductible.  At present we have two special funds: 1) Moving Fund - designated to cover costs of moving to a new rented location when the time comes; 2) Building Fund - designated for purchasing a church building in the future.       

· What about tax receipts?
Tax receipts from our parish can help reduce the amount of taxes you pay.  If you or your spouse are making a regular income, or are taxable in anyway, it is to your benefit to receive an income tax receipt for your church donations.  However, the only way to receive a tax receipt is if you put your name on your offering.   In sum, the government is helping our parish to exist by giving you money for the offerings you have made to St. Vladimir’s (essentially allowing you to give more money).  
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
